As long

    as people don’t look in the mirror— or worse, make the public aware

    of excessive use of public funds to combat the fear-mongering about

    radiation—it’s OK to spend billions of dollars on nuclear cleanup

    and storage projects. Realistic evaluations of the low risk of

    nuclear power and radiological dispersion devices could save the

    nation lots of money."
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
